Utility and Home Energy 
Payments

Your household may qualify if at least one or more 
individuals in your home meet the following:

1) �Qualifies for unemployment or has experienced a reduction
in household income, experienced major costs, or
experienced financial struggles due to COVID-19;

2) �Demonstrates a risk of being evicted or losing your home;
and,

3) �Has a household income at or below 80 percent of the
county median.
